Three Themes to Advance the Urban Waters Federal Partnership in the Next 10 Years


• Mission, Vision and Principles that continue to
resonate today with the Administration emphasis on
environmental justice and water equity.


• Twenty partnership locations across the country
form a unique collaboration of public, private, non-
profit, academic and community institutions.


• Fifteen federal agency partners, several of which
provide funding support for Urban Waters
Ambassadors and local Urban Water projects.

During the past decade, the Urban Waters movement has 
strengthened connections of underserved communities 
with local waterways, waterfronts, and watersheds to 
generate environmental, social and economic benefits. 
Together with federal agency and local partners, we have 
collaborated with residents and community partners 
through small grants, technical support, training, research 
and networking to build capacity and generate just 
outcomes in the 20 Urban Waters locations. 


  STATEMENT OF SUPPORT


This Statement of Support sets a path for broadened 
engagement of nongovernmental and academic 
institutions in advancing the Urban Waters agenda.  
We, the signatory organizations, commit to helping 
communities more easily conserve, restore, and revitalize 
America’s urban waterways and surrounding lands. 
Likewise, we commit to supporting associated needs 
related to equity and justice, public health, affordable 
and safe housing, increased climate resilience, local 
civic leadership, and conditions promoting sustainable 
and equitable economic development. We will help 
institutionalize the existing Urban Waters Program by 
employing our individual and collective expertise. We 
will seek to share Urban Waters’ knowledge and other 
resources with more communities. We seek to increase 
the Program’s visibility to help leverage more funding for 
Urban Waters Ambassadors and community-directed 
restoration and improvement projects. 


  INTENT TO CREATE A COLLABORATIVE


To facilitate this cooperation and coordination, 
we pledge to participate in a new Urban Waters 
Collaborative of Nongovernmental Organizations and 
Academic Partners. In collaboration with our Federal 
and local partners, we will harness the power of our 
combined networks to create the required resources 
and conditions to bring wide-spread implementation 
of locally-scaled solutions that result in healthy 
watersheds and sustainable and equitable urban 
waterway communities. 


Initial activities of the Collaborative are likely to include 
the following:

2) Hold small group and/or multi-sectoral 
discussions to develop and implement 
action plans on priorities. Recent discussions 
have identified strong interest in locational 
funding, youth activation, jobs and metrics. 
Strengthening these areas will increase the 
value of the Urban Waters’ designation.


3) Participate in site visits to gain on-the-ground 
understanding of hurdles and best practices.


4) Establish memoranda of understanding to 
formalize substantial commitments of non-
governmental organizations and academic 
institutions to the Urban Waters Program.

Distributed 376 trees, over 39 cubic yards of mulch 
and 121 recycling bins; trained community members 
on stormwater management practices.

 Dr. Bamford is responsible for advancing the Foundation’s mission through the creation 
and implementation of a comprehensive conservation vision, strategy and a metrics-based 
evaluation system for NFWF’s grant-making programs. She serves an important role in creating 
and leading NFWF’s conservation strategy by setting national and regional cross-cutting 
strategies, and by leading design, development and fundraising planning for the conservation 
strategy, as well as guiding the conservation policies and practices of the Foundation. Prior to 
joining NFWF, Dr. Bamford was acting assistant secretary for conservation and management for 
the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA). In that role, she drove 
administration policy, programming, and investments for NOAA’s ocean, coastal and fisheries 
management.

When he times his trips just right back 
home to Nez Perce Country, he can be found sitting around the drum singing the old songs in 
the old way.
